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A graduate of the University of North Carolina at
Pembroke with a Bachelor of Science degree and Master
of Arts degree in Music Education and a Doctor of Musical
Arts in Music Education from Liberty University, Dr.
Dumas’ career as a music educator and director spans 25
years in North Carolina - 20 of which in public school
classrooms, as well as five years at Methodist University
as Director of Bands.

Dr. Dumas is the Musical Director of the Festive Brass of
Myrtle Beach, South Carolina, a position he has held for
the last six years. The ensemble is modeled after a
traditional British Brass Band and serves as the
ceremonial music group for the City of Myrtle Beach. In
2021 the Festive Brass travelled to Pearl Harbor, Hawaii
to perform for the 80th Anniversary Ceremonies of the
bombing of Pearl Harbor. A moving, emotional experience
for him as well as all members of Festive Brass, it was an
nonor to represent the state of South Carolina at such a
monumental event.

Dr. Dumas was chosen to co-direct the North Myrtle
Beach Community Band in 2018 and in 2023 became their
full-time musical director.
